Genesis 6:5-22

®And God saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every imagination of the
thoughts of his heart was only evil continually. And it repented the LORD that he had made man on the
earth, and it grieved him at his heart. "And the LORD said, | will destroy man whom | have created from
the face of the earth; both man, and beast, and the creeping thing, and the fowls of the air; for it repenteth
me that | have made them. 8But Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD. %These are the generations of
Noah: Noah was a just man and perfect in his generations, and Noah walked with God. Oand Noah begat
three sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth.

Genesis 7:17-24

17And the flood was forty days upon the earth; and the waters increased, and bare up the ark, and it was
lift up above the earth. 18And the waters prevailed, and were increased greatly upon the earth; and the ark
went upon the face of the waters. ¥And the waters prevailed exceedingly upon the earth; and all the high
hills, that were under the whole heaven, were covered. 2OFifteen cubits upward did the waters prevail; and
the mountains were covered. 2*And all flesh died that moved upon the earth, both of fowl, and of cattle,
and of beast, and of every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth, and every man: 22All in whose
nostrils was the breath of life, of all that was in the dry land, died.

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cattle, and of every beast of the earth with you; from all that go out of the ark, to every beast of the earth.
And 1 will establish my covenant with you; neither shall all flesh be cut off any more by the waters of a
flood; neither shall there any more be a flood to destroy the earth. 2And God said, This is the token of the
